~ Staffed Nursery for newborns to three years of age, if you choose. 

~ Children's Church immediately following "Time with Our Children" for ages 3 through 2nd grade. 

~ Sensory Room for families with children who may need a quieter more flexible space during worship with 

professionally trained staff to assist in your childcare.  

Here at The Farm, we believe all means all. Children of every ability and need are not just welcome—they are 

essential to who we are as a faith community. We find children to be truly the teachers and leaders among us, 

and we welcome them all with open arms. And we say to parents, please don’t fret or worry, your child is just 

fine here. 

Finally, if you are visiting and need anything at all, please don't hesitate to ask a neighbor, an usher, or the 

pastor. We are all so glad you are here!
